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Taunton Vegan Food Fayre report: 
 

On Saturday 10th April 2010, FairFoods and Green Garden Cafe staged together 
their first Vegan Food Fayre.  Vegan Food Fayres are happening more and more 
across the UK.  
We had three main aims firstly to promote healthy cruelty free food to those who 
may not normally be able to access it and too dispel any myths that people can 
sometimes have about vegan food.  
The second aim was to help set up a Veggie/Vegan group in Taunton. 
The third aim was to provide lots of vegan food both free samples and hot meals to 
give the general public the opportunity to sample delicious vegan food. We also 
provided masses of information and recipes to help people change or start to look at 
their diet for the better. The fayre also had a variety of vegan or animal related stalls 
so people could stock up on gifts or supplies and learn about other animal related 
issues. 
 
The event was held at North Street Church Hall, 33, North Street, Taunton, 
Somerset, TA1 1LW. The church is based in the centre of Taunton’s small town 
centre opposite Debenhams.  
 
 Visitors wasted no time helping themselves into the vast amount of food available.  
Dishes included pizza, cheesy lentil slice, nut roast, sos rolls, mini-quiche, salads, 
lemon and coconut cheesecake, peanut butter cake, ginger cake, boozy fruit cake, 
chocolate cake, chocolate fudge slice, scones with vegan cream and jam. 
 
Many thanks go to companies such as Owl Cafe, Bute Island, Dragonfly, Essential, 
Natural Balance, Plamil and Redwoods for extremely generous donations of their 
products. Free printed recipes were available enabling people to try out cooking the 
same yummy food at home that was available at the fayre. There was also an array 
of leaflets, factsheets detailing all the reasons why animal friendly free diets are the 
most compassionate, ethical, eco-friendly and healthy of all.  A variety of colourful 
guides offered help and advice with every aspect of going and staying vegan. 
 
The fayre really took off over lunchtime and stall holders also reported that they 
were pleased with the day and would come back again. Hot and cold refreshments 
were on sale all day which helped us to raise some money and cover expenses that 
sponsorship did not cover.
